Fr. Simon Sez 
 

  Initiation of Adults (RCIA) and Adult Faith  
Formation (AFF) started October 10, 2023. We  
presently have two adults and two children who need 
baptism, six adults and one child who are baptized  
but need full communion in the Catholic Church, 
three adults who we baptized Catholic but need other 
sacraments (Penance (confession), Confirmation, and/
or Eucharist), and eight Catholic adults who joined us 
to learn more about their Catholic Faith or assist with 
the RCIA process. That is a total of nineteen adults 
and three children! They also have a range of interest 
from curiosity to very interested and a range of study 
interest from introduction to book 
readers. 
  We have a few people who meet in person in the 
old Sacred Heart Church basement at 7:00 p.m. and 
the rest use Zoom live or recordings at their choosing. 
Audio files are also available to play on your smart 
phone or other audio device.  
  We have sessions once per week on Tuesdays or 
Thursdays. There is still time for people who have 
any degree of interest or who are in any stage of the 
RCIA process to join us. No long term commitment  
is necessary. People can check in for specific topics 
of interest. We have done recordings on the RCIA 
process, and questions with Catholic answers on  
the Eucharist, Apostolic Authority and Popes, and 
doctrines on the Blessed Virgin Mary. We will  
continue with confession, scandals in the Church, 
prayer to the saints, purgatory, and answering many 
other questions. After this, we will do an introductory 
survey of the full Christian faith, morality, liturgy, 
prayer, and mysteries of the faith to finish at the end 
of April 2024. 
  I can have you on a Zoom invitation and Zoom 
recording weekly emailing. You can pick and choose 
the Zoom links according to the topics as well. You 
just click on the Zoom link and use the passcode for 
that link. You do not have to know how to use Zoom 
or have a Zoom account. Have a great time exploring 
and growing in your faith no matter where you are at 
with it!
